Category 1

Category 2
For Club players to have instruction and encouragement to enter County events

There will be a 2 session B Flight Swiss Pairs 24th June 2012 – at Wimbledon which is suitable for all club players who have not entered a Green Points event; typically some of the less than 30k players, the previous Intermediate Team League players (now Surrey Division 4), the Newcomer players and similar.

We will be offering training for club players who wish to obtain more confidence in common systems and conventions used in county events.
