Counties have been asked to canvass views on the issue of EBU representation

We have made strenuous efforts to obtain views from our 45 Clubs, but with little success.   It is apparent that there is virtually no interest amongst most Surrey Clubs in any form of representation.

 When pressed, most of those who responded prefer the status quo, with the County 

acting as their spokesman on matters of EBU policy.

 As a County, we see no point in the establishment of National and Regional Club Committees when County organisations are already available to represent any views that Clubs may wish to express.

 The lack of interest shown by clubs in this matter demonstrates once again that  a very large proportion of clubs and players are members of the EBU by default rather than through desire or need.  This attitude needs to be given greater weight by the EBU Board when formulating policy.
